Here are some recently recalled products you may have in your home or at work,
* Walt Disney Parks and Resorts recalled 40,000 Woody dolls sold in Florida at the WALT
DISNEY WORLD" Resort in Lake Buena Vista, DISNEY’S VERO BEACH Resort, Magic of
Disney and Flight Fantastic shops at the Orlando International Airport, and Disney’s Worldport
shop at Pointe Orlando. Buttons on the dolls’ clothing can detach and choke young children.
* Hitachi Koki U.S.A., Ltd., has recalled 14,300 circular saws whose lower blade-guards can stick
in the open position and injure users.
* The First Years, Inc., is distributing a new instruction sheet for 120,000 “2-in-1 Fold-Away Tub
and Step Stools.” When used as a tub, the product’s footrest does not always lock into place firmly
and can pinch infants.
* Murray Inc., called back 270,000 lawn tractors with fuel tanks that can crack, leak fuel, and bum
OWNCrs.
* Trudeau Corp. is recalling 45,200 fondue pots sold as part of a 17-piece set at Bed, Bath and
Beyond stores. The pots’ plastic handles can melt and crack during heating on range tops and burn
consumers.
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
